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THE BEST WAY

TOGET CLEAR
by L. Ron Hubbard

The best way to get Clear isto be
a good auditor.

You'll find that there is a direct
relationship in most cases. The best
way to get Clear is to be a good
auditor, and, of course, the way to
be a good auditor is to deliver a
good session. Those people who
do not give good auditing, oddly
enough, are those who are making
the least progress. It's quite remark-
able. It's sort of poetic justic. It
gets averaged out along the line.

Although the averages on this
sometimes might not look like this
to you - you're auditing well but
you're getting lousy sessions for
instance - remember that you've
given some lousy sessions when you
were getting good auditing too!

So the average balances out to a
marked degree, and it's actually
true that the very best way to get
Clear is to give good auditing;

But more important than that
arithmetical figure is just this
burning question — how are you
going to get Clear? Wadl, your
very best chance of getting clear
is having given good sessions now
and taught good auditing now and
kept it going. Because then it will
still be here and clearing people
when you are ready. There is no
substitute for good auditing and
good dissemination. )

This isjust a factor, not an exact
arithmetical equivalent —  for
instance, there are people around
who have been clearing people, who
have been auditing like mad and
who haven't been receiving good
auditing, so the average is not good
for that particular person. But as
time goes on, that could reverse,
couldn't it? Because, actually as
far as a person getting OT with
exclamation points is concerned, it
totally depends on his continuing
to give good sessions. It's true. As
long as he goes on auditing and
giving good sessions, he will some-
day make OT.

That's the way the cookie
crumbles; that's the way the wheel
turns. And if you're worried some-
times, desperately worried about
getting Clear or getting clearer, then
audit like mad. That's my best
advice to you because it's advice
that | myself take.

Possibly you've audited many
times longer and far better than the
auditing you have received, in your
opinion. All right, that's just how
long you have to audit to get some.
Who said it was an easy hill to
climb? It isnot an easy hill to climb.

| think with horror of some of
the kids in Los Angeles in 1950
who used to tell me that the idea
clearing would be to be able to
insert a needle into somebody's
gluteus maximus and give one
single shot and that would make
the person Clear. They were
actually hoping that some chemical
research of some kind or another
would wind up in this. Of course,
a our stage of development we
know that would be totally silly,
but they thought this would be
ideal clearing. Actually it wouldn't
be ideal clearing because it wouldn't
have done anything for anybody.
It would have exteriorized them
but wouldn't have returned any-
thing to them at all.

Causation of clearing breeds
clearing, and that's al | can say
about it. It does, definitely. You've
got the techniques - about two or
three thousand years before they
were due. Give me the credit of
having developed them before any
normal course of research pro-
cedure, would have developed them.

It's never an easy job to clear
somebody. Don't ever get the idea
that it is. Don't ever try to persuade
somebody that it is. The worst
thing in the world you can say to a
person is "Oh, yes. Just give your
donation over on the right there
and come on through here and
well clear you." Honest, you
would find that the person would
work much better in the line of
clearing if you looked at him and,
with an entirely different approach,
said, "Are you sure you want to
tackle it? It's a hard road. Once in
a while somebody is just terribly
lucky and finds it fairly easy, but
ordinarily it's a very very rough
road. It has its ups and downs and
it has its heartbreaks. If you stay
with it, the end product can be
delivered. It's well worth having at
the other end of the line. Well
worth having. But we don't want
you coming into this co-audit, or

into this HGC thinking that this is
an easy thing to do, that al you
have to do is roll up your Seeves
and we punch you with a little
needle and you are promptly Clear,
because that isn't the way it goes.
As long as you've lived, and as
much as you've done, how could it
be easy?"

The person would say, "Wow,
there's something to what you say."

That it can be done at all is
absolutely miraculous, because it's
never been done before on this
planet.

If the person can furnish no
effort, can have no causative action
of any kind whatsoever, you'll also
find the person has never done
anything, ever. You will find, in
addition to that, that this individual
has the longest road to go. The
individual who is seeking the short-
est route has the longest road to go.
And the first way and easiest way
you could break somebody's heart
is to tell him it's easy.

| think most of you have a high
reality that you can go Clear. You
see yourself approaching the reality
that it exists on a gradient. But you
make it harder for somebody by

telling him how "easy" it is
because he then has the heartbreak.
| tell you this out of my experience
in telling people in all the different
ways you can tell them. He'd have
the heartbreak of learning that it
was a tough road, having counted
on it being an easy road.

| think you would get a far
better response from people fif,
when they say "I want you to audit
me and | want to get this wonderful
thing called clearing,” you have
them sit down and say this: "l want
you to understand that this is not
an easy road. This is a tough road.
It is not a short road. Its end pro-
duct exceeds anything that has ever
been done. But it is not an easy
road to travel. And it's going to
have ups and downs and it's going
to have heartbreaks." And if that
person waks out the door, thank
your stars he did, because it would
have cost you too much time to
have gotten an adequate result.

There is adifference here between
certain clearing and easy clearing.
The world only wants to know that

Don't add to our burdens the
statement that with a snap of the
fingers they're going to al be
cleared because it isn't true and
it never will be true.

People expect of us to go on
forward and do something about
it. Well, we are going forward and
doing something about it. We are
doing something about it in a
remarkably short period of time.
It is very remarkable that some-
thing can be done about it with
certainty - proportional only to
the skill of administration of the
technology. Things can be done,
and the only thing that's letting
us down at dl today is weak or
imperfect  application of the
technology.

So there is where you sit on
dissemination. If you work aong
those lines you'll be far, far better
off than if you say "Waell, al you
have to do is st down in the
chair and I'm going to make a
few magic passes ... ''75 hours
later you would still be making
those few magic passes. Your
heart would be broken, and so
would the pc's.

So you tell him it is a hard road.
And if it's easy for him, well,
you've made a liar out of yourself.
Anytime you want to make a liar
out of yourself that way, do so!
It's the other way you can't retract.

The goa of Clear can be attained,

so tell people that with certainty —
that we have attained it, that we
can attain it and that it is attain-
able. And don't interpret it as
something that is easy to do
because it is not. If it were easy to
do it would have been done many,
many, many times before in Man's
history, and it has never been done
before in Man's history.

A mammoth project is now getting
underway at the Flag Land Base to
accurately transcribe and issue the text
of all Ron's recorded lectures chrono-
logically, volume by volume, as a huge
library.

SEARCH FCR EARLY TAPES

HOW TO FIND

In the Tech Volumes, points at which
Ron gave tape recorded lecluies have
been indicated as they occurred. Tapes
for which we have a mastei copy have
one or two asterisks (* or **) preceding
the title. Tapes for which we do NOT
have a master have no asterisk. If you
have a tape which is not on this list, then
you have a tape we don't even know
about!

Using the list in the Tech Volumes,
check your tapes lo see if you have
some we have listed as missing. Check
your garage, closet, basement and attic.

If you know an early Dianeticist or
Scientologist, cadl on them and find out
if they have any early materials, written
or tape recorded. One Scientologist in
Vancouver did jusl this last year and
turned up two 1956 tapes which were not
in archives!

Arrangements will be made to copy
any tapes you find. A new copy will be
sent to you.
